ACTION ITEMS:

ACTION ITEM #1: CALL TO ORDER AND ANNOUNCEMENTS

The regular meeting of the Rose Hill City Council was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Council President Bob Klem.  Councilmembers present:  Lionel Diamond, Larry Carlson and Rob Curtis.  Administration and staff present:   Jim Heinicke, Interim City Administrator; Kirk Hayden, Public Works Director; Robert Sage, Police Chief; Kelly Mendoza, City Clerk; Richard Brown, Building Official and Andrew Marino, City Attorney.  Others present:  Ed Templin, Bill Baker, Harold Beedles, Gayle Martin, Dillan Curtis and Chris Wendt.

Mayor Jason Jones and Councilmember Ross Chappell were absent with prior notice.

ACTION ITEM #2:  INVOCATION AND FLAG SALUTE 

Council President, Bob Klem led in a moment of silence, followed by the flag salute.

ACTION ITEM #3:  APPROVAL OF AGENDA

With copies of the 05/05/14 agenda previously distributed and before each Councilmember, the following:

Councilmember Carslon requested that the agenda be amended to table item #9:  Mayoral Appointments, until the next scheduled Council meeting.

ACTION ITEM #6: CITIZEN FORUM

Bill Baker, 211 E. Osage, came before Council with his concerns regarding the hand railing posts for the switchback walkway at the School St. Pond.  Mr. Baker questioned why specifications were not given to the contractor, and was concerned that the city was paying for jobs being done more than once, due to incorrect specifications or no specifications.  Mr. Baker also inquired about where the accountability was.  Councimember Curtis stated that he was not aware of the situation and that Council would need to look into it more in depth before they could give him an answer.
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Ed Templin, 11627 N. Rose Hill Rd, came before Council to commend Jim Heinicke and Mayor Jones for the work they are doing on accountability.  Mr. Templin also questioned why the utility billing was still being outsourced and not done in-house. 

ACTION ITEM #7:  PRESENTATION OF DRAFT STRATEGIC PLAN

Council President, Bob Klem introduced Harold Beedles, Steering Committee Chairman.  Mr. Beedles gave an update on the Strategic Plan, focusing on the Goals and Strategies set forth for the city.  Mr. Beedles stated that the entire committee has done an outstanding job.  Gayle Martin with Wichita State University, came before Council with a presentation that included goals developed by the committee that addressed the quality of life, image promoting, a master plan, expansion of housing options, growth and debt reduction.  Interim City administrator, Jim Heinicke suggested that an Executive Summary be drafted, so that citizens could read and get a basic grasp of the plan.  Bob expressed his thanks to Gayle and Harold for doing an outstanding job.
ACTION ITEM #8: MAYORAL APPOINTMENTS

This item has been tabled until the next scheduled Council meeting.

ACTION ITEM #9: FIREWORKS RESOLUTION

Police Chief, Robert Sage came before Council to recommend July 5th as an additional designated day to discharge fireworks.  The sale and discharge dates and times mirror last year, with the exception of the additional day to discharge due to the holiday falling on a Friday this year.

After discussion the following:

MOTION (by R. Curtis): To approve Resolution No. 506 regarding the Sale and Discharge of Fireworks. SECOND BY L. Carlson, with MOTION PASSING 4-0. 
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Interim City Administrator, Jim Heinicke noted that the Rose Hill Historical Society’s fireworks sales application and certificate of insurance has been approved.

ACTION ITEM #10: UTILITY EASEMENT DEDICATION TO ENABLE PROVISION OF UTILITIES FOR HIGH SCHOOL STADIUM IMPROVEMENTS.

Interim City Administrator, Jim Heinicke reported that the School District is constructing improvements to the football stadium which will require utilities to the site.  In order to have a place to run the utilities, an easement is needed to provide space for the City and other utility providers to install the needed utilities. 

After discussion the following:

MOTION (R. Curtis): To Accept the Utility Dedication to enable utilities to the High School Stadium.  SECOND by L. Diamond, with MOTION PASSING 4-0.

ACTION ITEM #11: PURCHASING POLICY

Interim City Administrator, Jim Heinicke brought before Council the final editing and changes to the Purchasing Policy that addresses authority to buy, method used and the bidding process, per Council’s request at the last meeting.

MOTION (L. Carlson): To adopt the proposed Purchasing Policy as presented.  SECOND by B. Klem, with MOTION PASSING 4-0.

ACTION ITEM #12:  REVIEW OF PROPOSED FINANCIAL POLICIES (PART 1)

Interim City Administrator, Jim Heinicke reviewed three components of the proposed financial policies with Council, which included Budget Policies, Investment Policies and the Capital Improvements Program.  At the next Council meeting, it is planned to review the remaining polices relating to Revenue Control & Management, Debt Management and Capital Assets.  Once Council has reviewed all of the components, the policies can be adopted as a single policy document.
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 ACTION ITEM #13:  MARCH REVENUE/EXPENDITURE REPORT

Interim City Administrator, Jim Heinicke reported on the March Revenues & Expenditures, showing Council where the city stands on spending and revenues through the first quarter of 2014.

ACTION ITEM #14:  PROCLAMATION OF “WALK/BIKE TO SCHOOL” DAY ON MAY 7

Interim City Administrator, Jim Heinicke read a signed proclamation that proclaims May 7th, 2014 as Walk/Bike to School Day in the City of Rose Hill, and encouraged everyone to consider the safety and health of children today and every day. 

ACTION #15 PROCLAMATION OF BE KIND TO ANIMALS WEEK

Interim City Administrator, Jim Heinicke read a signed proclamation that proclaims May 5th-11th, 2014 as Be Kind to Animals Week in the City of Rose Hill, and encouraged all citizens, businesses and organizations to join in on the observance of the philosophy of kindness to all animals.

DISCUSSION ITEMS:

DISCUSSION ITEM #1: CITY ADMINSTRATORS’S REPORT
Jim Heinicke, Interim City Administrator, reported on the following items: 
· Move 2040:  WAMPO will be holding 6 workshops throughout May in the metro area.  These sessions will go over which kinds of investments in the transportation system are most important to the region’s future.

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DISCUSSION ITEM #2: DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS

Chief Sage reported on the following items:
· Drug Take Back: Chief reported that 143 pounds of prescription drugs were collected. The police department will continue to accept expired prescriptions throughout the year.
· Tour for the Cure: Bicyclists will be coming through town Saturday, May 10th from 10:00 a.m. to noon.  He encouraged all motorists to be mindful while they were out and about.
· Audio/Visual System: Chief reported that he has been working with the existing equipment and has the video portion only of the system working at this time. 

Jim reminded Council that a retention policy would need to be put into place to address how long recordings should be kept.

Kirk Hayden reported on the following items:
· Consumer Confidence Report:  Kirk noted that the report was available on the website and would not have to be produced and mailed with the water billing, saving the city approximately $700.00.  Those individuals without internet access can request a copy at City Hall.  

Richard Brown reported on the following items:
· Building Permits: Richard reported that 61 building permits had been issued so far this year with 38 inspections completed.
· Environmental:   Reminded Council that he has started enforcement of environmental offenses.
· Industrial Park: Richard updated Council on a potential nuisance violation at the Industrial Park.

DISCUSSION #3: MAYOR’S REPORT

Jim Heinicke, Interim City Administrator noted that the Mayor had requested that the May 19th Council meeting be moved to May 20th, to allow for the attendance of the Rose Hill Middle School eighth grade promotion ceremony.
